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#1 WHAT IS INCLUDED IN THE PACKAGE 
Everything you need to use your new S-Sun light is included in the pack-
age. 
The light, the adjustable angle mount, elastic head harness, chin strap, wrist 
band, wrist lanyard, and 2 AA batteries. Unlike most dive lights that use a 
threaded screw on lens cap, and a dynamic O-Ring seal, the advanced S-
Sun design does not. The S-Sun uses a camera lens style bayonet mounting 
system and a more reliable static compressed and captured O-Ring water 
tight seal design. This dive light is depth rated to 50 m / 165 ft depths. 
First open the box and remove all of the assorted components parts. Open 
the AA battery package and observe figure 2 on how to open the light. 
 

#2 HOW  TO OPEN THE LIGHT  
IMPORTANT : The light head is NOT a threaded screw on lens type! 
It will require a substantial twisting force to rotate the light head to unlock 
it from the light body. The light head will only rotate counter clock wise 
about 30 degrees before it stops and the light head can be pulled directly 
from the body. Attempting to rotate the light head beyond the stopping 
point, or using excessive force will damage the light. 
 

#3 HOW TO INSERT THE BATTERIES  
The S-Sun can also be used with many rechargeable types if desired. It is 
important to observe the polarity. One battery faces positive out while the 
other faces negative out. An install diagram is imprinted inside the light 
body, or you can use the picture in #3. The light head spring contact should 
always press against the negative pole. It is extremely important that the O-
Ring is snug and flush against the light head sealing surface. Do not use any 
lubricant on the light body or light head O-Ring sealing surfaces. 
 

#4 HOW TO ASSEMBLE THE LIGHT HEAD & BODY  
It is important that the light head blade is then aligned inside the light body 
slot as shown in  #3. The O-Ring must be flush and smooth against the light 
head as shown in figure #3. As the light head and body are gently attached 
together with the blade within the slot, the light head should be very gently 
be rotated counter clock wise until it stops. This will correctly align the 
bayonet mounting guides so the light head can be firmly pressed inside the 
light body. If the bayonet guides are aligned correctly, the light head will 
slide inside the light body. If the alignment is correct, push both sections 
together firmly and evenly to compress the inner O-Ring until both sections 
are smooth and flush against each other. Maintain firm pressure between 
both sections. Then rotate the light head clockwise about 30 degrees until it 
stops. Perform a final visual check to be sure the O-Ring is sealed inside the 
light body and not pinched or exposed. It is normal for the light to turn on 
as both sections are assembled. 
 

#5 HOW TO OPERATE THE MODE SWITCH 
The push button switch is located on the top of the light for easy access. 
Each time the switch is pressed the light function will change from:  
OFF to FULL POWER to HALF POWER to EMERGENCY BLINK 
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LOCK MODE: This prevents unintentional operation during transport. When the light is off, press and hold the 
switch button for 3 seconds to disable the ON / OFF switch. To unlock the switch, press and hold for 3 seconds. 
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#5 SPORT DIVERS / HEAD TOP MOUNTING 
The light can be mounted on the diver forehead by using the head mounting harness as shown in 
#5 Made of an elastic strap material to prevent entanglement risks or injury. Note: It is much 
easier to attach the 3 point head harness to the adjustable mount if the light is NOT attached. 
The nylon chin strap with quick release can slide along the harness offering perfect placement 
and comfort. Perfect for above water search & rescue operations and repair mechanics. 

#6 SPORT DIVERS / SINGLE SIDE MOUNTING 
The S-Sun can be directly attached to the divers mask strap. It can be used on left or right side. 
The unique mounting system allows the elevation to be adjusted and maintained as desired. The 
mount arm can be adjusted so the light is close or farther from the divers head to allow for dif-
ferent mask width. This method can also be used for Paint ball and military safety goggles use. 
The mask strap is used to secure the adjustable mount. 

#7 ADVANCED DIVERS / TWIN S-SUN SIDE MOUNTING 
Twin light side mounting is the preferred method for enclosed and all overhead environ-
ments like wreck and cave diving, and night diving. It is recommended for use during 
digital underwater photographers. Those using ambient light photo methods with white 
balance adjustment should operate the lights at reduced power levels. This twin S-Sun 
system as shown in figure #7 allows for additional safety with full independent redun-
dancy, twice the power output, and a much wider angle of illuminated viewing.  

#8 COLD WATER FFM  DIVERS / SINGLE TOP MOUNTING 
The S-Sun can be directly attached to any of the divers full face mask straps. It can be used on 
the top, left or right side as desired. The unique mounting system allows the elevation to be ad-
justed and maintained as desired. A top mounted low profile is shown on the AGA mask in fig-
ure #8. The mount arm can be adjusted so the light is close or farther from the divers head to 
allow for different mask width. The 5 point “Spider” mask strap itself is used to secure the ad-
justable mount. Police and military gas masks and for emergency extraction and rescue.  
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Twin light “Rabbit Ears” FFM mounting in figure #9 is the preferred 
method for divers using com sets and underwater video photographers. 
Those using ambient light photo methods (without external movie lights) 
with white balance adjustment should operate the lights at reduced power 
levels. This twin S-Sun system allows for additional safety with full inde-
pendent redundancy, twice the power 500 CP X 2 = 1000 candle power 
and a wider angle of illuminated viewing. Commercial, working divers 
and inspectors should select #10 the 2,000 CP Quad system for max light-
